Students and parents are responsible for all of their own fundraising.  Any grants or scholarships awarded the Delta Middle School Close Up group will be distributed according to needs and/or merit.  All participants are expected to update Mrs. Hancock on their fundraising monthly.  Mrs. Hancock will have access to your account, however families are responsible for depositing all their students’ money directly to the Close Up Foundation.  Again, the students and their guardians are completely responsible for all of their fundraising, and all trip payments.

An honor policy is expected in relation to all fundraising; meaning that if a student decides not to go on the trip, any money they raised with a DMS Close Up group, should go back to the group, and it will be split among students who worked for that fundraiser.  It is also expected that if a student drops out, that all of their individual fundraising goes back to donors or that a letter is sent notifying the donors about the students change in plans.  We do not want to burn any bridges for future fundraising efforts.

They are estimated based off last years (2011-2012) prices.  The 2013 prices will be confirmed once we register our group.
