Delaware was the first state to ratify the U.S. Constitution in 1787, so is known as the “first state”.  Its state bug is the ladybug and the state beverage is milk.


The state of Maryland was named to honor the Queen consort Henrietta Maria (1609-1669), the wife of Britain's King Charles I.


Grover Cleveland was born in Caldwell, NJ.  He was the United States’ 22nd and 24th President.


Four U.S. Presidents were born in New York including Teddy Roosevelt and Franklin Delano Roosevelt!


The Philadelphia Phillies have gone to the NLDS every year the last four years.
