Ancient World History rulers, warriors, explorers, artists, and scientists
6000 BCE – 1800 CE and current leaders, if you okay with your teacher
Objectives:

· SWBAT practice their research skills.

· SWBAT practice note taking, summarizing and writing skills.

· SWBAT practice cooperation.

· Social Studies standards 1.2:

· a.  Explain how people interact and interconnected over key periods or eras in history in the Eastern Hemisphere.
· b.  Determine and explain the historical context of key people, events, and ideas over time and include the examination of different perspectives from people involved. 
Requirements (Project worth a total of 100 points!)

1. Each individual student will take notes on their leader, which they will summarize and turn into well-developed paragraphs.  (Each student will turn in their notes and their paragraphs.)  The paragraph needs to be double-spaced and hand written neatly or typed so that we can hang them in the hallway for visitors to read.

a. Notes: 10 points – I will be checking for when/era and where they were born (if applicable), where they grew up/lived (if applicable), important events that shaped their life, what their daily life was like, and why they are important to us today. (One per person)

b. Paragraphs: 20 points – You need summarize your ancient World History leader’s life.  Write five paragraphs minimum (five to eight sentences minimum per paragraph – one per person)

2. Students will write a script about an ancient World History leader.  The script should produce a skit that lasts at least one minute long and outlines an important event that the leader is most known for and how this person has influenced modern leaders.  (This will be done as a pair, so only one script will be due for the group)  THE SKIT MUST BE MEMORIZED BY THE PERFORMANCE DAY!!

a. Script: 20 points – I will grade on how well you summarize the life of your ancient leader and how entertaining (but appropriate) you make it!  Make sure you use language that is appropriate, none of today’s slang such as, “Like, my name is, like, Cleopatra.”

3. Students will make some form of visual aid that accents the leader and their “day in the life” or accomplishments.  Example: a poster or timeline (This is done as a group, only one is due for the group).

a. Visual Aid: 20 points – Must have the name of the leader, birth and death date or era, where they were from, what their major accomplishment is, and it must be CREATIVE!

4. On performance day the groups will stand in the hallway dressed in costumes and act out their skit as onlookers pass through the museum of famous, ancient world history leaders.  The top two performers from each class will receive a special prize.

a. Performance/costume: 15 points

b. Memorization: 15 points
